Featured are a group of teens
who drink and then fall asleep on the tracks; a hunter walking along a trestle who narrowly escapes a
tragedy; a teenage girl walking on the track who fails to hear the train whistle because she is wearing an
audio headset; and two young boys whose minibike gets stuck on the track and who jump clear in the
nick of time. The message isclearly stated: It's against the law to trespass on railroad property.
