The only safe and legal place
for anyone to cross railroad
tracks is at designated
crossings. Always obey
warning signs and signals.
Always look for a train

before proceeding.
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WAIT, LOOK BOTH WAYS

Always expect a train. Trains
may be closer and traveling
faster than they appear and
canrunonany track at any
time.

Never try to beat a train.

@ Trains do not run on schedules. Always
expect a train. Trains can run on any
track, at any time, from either direction.

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@ The only safe place to cross railroad
tracks is at a designated public crossing.
If you cross anywhere else, you are
trespassing. It'sillegal. You can lose
your life or be seriously injured, fined
or arrested.

@ If operating an ATV, UTV or snowmobile,
reduce engine noise by powering down
before crossing tracks.

@ If towing a camper, boat or trailer —
make sure the trailer jacks are in the up
position; non-retracted jacks can get
stuck on the crossing.

@ Snowmobiles, ATVs, UTVs do not belong
on tracks or railroad rights-of-way and
can get stuck on the tracks. Stay off,
stay away and stay safe.
