The only safe and legal place for
v, anyone to cross railroad tracks
is at designated crossings.
Always obey warning signs and
signals. Always look for a train
before proceeding.

Always expect a train. Trains may
be closer and traveling faster
than they appear and can run on
any track at any time. Multiple
tracks may mean multiple trains.
Ensure you can clearly see down
the tracks in both directions
before proceeding. AVOID
crossing while lights are flashing
or gates are down. Never try to
beat a train.

@ Trains do not run on schedules. Always
expect a train.

@ The only safe place to cross railroad
tracks is at a designated public crossing.
If you cross anywhere else, you are
trespassing. It'sillegal. You can lose
your life or be seriously injured, fined
or arrested.
